What does this mean?

God surely gives daily bread without our asking, even to all the wicked, but we pray in this petition that he would
lead us to realize this and to receive our daily bread with thanksgiving.

What, then, is meant by daily bread?

Daily bread includes everything that we need for our bodily welfare, such as food and drink, clothing and shoes,
house and home, land and cattle, money and goods, a godly spouse, godly children, godly workers, godly and
faithful leaders, good government, good weather, peace and order, health, a good name, good friends, faithful
neighbors, and the like.

Pray for faithfulness to the end; for the renewal of faith in those who are withering or who have fallen away; for

believers as they prepare to receive God’s grace.

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this
day our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us; and lead us not into temptation, but
deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever and ever. Amen.
