Friday: Pray for the sick, the injured, and the dying — that all may know the eternal life that comes through Jesus’” death and
resurrection.

Saturday: Pray for faithfulness to the end; for the renewal of faith in those who are withering or who have fallen away; for
believers as they prepare to receive God’s grace.
