Prayer
In addition to the previous Sunday’s Prayer of the Day, the following themes may be incorporated into your daily prayer routine.

Thursday: Pray for the Christian Church; for pastors, teachers, missionaries, and all who serve Christ; for the spread of the gospel
and the proper use of the sacraments.

Friday: Pray for the sick, the injured, and the dying — that all may know the eternal life that comes through Jesus’ death and
resurrection.

Saturday: Pray for faithfulness to the end; for the renewal of faith in those who are withering or who have fallen away; for

believers as they prepare to receive God’s grace.
